under and carry out the functions conferred on the Local Authority (Cambridgeshire
County Council) by the Public Health (Control of Disease) Act 1984 (the "Act") as
amended, and any subordinate legislation made under the Act, in particular, but not limited
to the Health Protection (Coronavirus Restrictions) (England) Regulations 2020, as
amended.
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
